We
want to share our individual gifts and experience cultural diversity with you, and we want to
overcome borders, within but also beyond, Europe. We believe that active participation and
performing at the festival is a wonderful opportunity to express and present yourself, and to
understand each other better.

As in 2003, the YMCA Europe Festival in August 2008 will provide a platform to present our gifts,
talents, programmes and cultural richness to each other as well as to the Prague locals. The festival
will take place in a big park in Prague, = & & (tl; closk 10 the city centre and with good public
transport connections (from local to international).

1. Stage-concept overview

There will be three different kinds of stages at the event:

There will be two big stages on the festival site (closed to the public)- one for Morning Shows, the
other one for Main Stages Shows in the evenings and a big concert on Friday night. While the shows
are being prepared by programme groups who approach artists and musicians directly, the former
stage will be used in the afternoons for various perforY | y OS & @ diffSrént aftsti@ A & S
opportunity to play short concerts there and let them know beforehand.

Drop-in performances during the festival can only be accepted if any of the available slots on
the stages inside the site are not already fully booked.

We will confirm the reception of your application (also if not completed in all sections).

We guarantee you the possibility to perform at the festival.
Your performance(s) will be programmed by us on any of the stages according to our concept and
your technical needs (size of stage, sound system, lights, backline, set-up time, etc.).

To guarantee a big variety and a colourful programme and to give all interested performers and
artists the opportunity to get on stage, we generally program each presentation for 35 minutes with
a previous changeover time of 10 minutes. We ask you to plan your performance according to this
time-structure (set-up time, length of performance). However, feel free to apply for additional slots
and we will find fair solutions for everybody who wants to perform.

We will appreciate it if you can lend us your backline-material (on a daily bases) to be used by other
artists performing on the same stage and day as you. Please note that on application-form. Thanks!
